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and money. That said, a possi-
ble clash between the films has 
left theatre owners in a pickle, 
with advance bookings yet to 
open in several places as both 
demand better show slots and 
bigger auditoriums. 

Further, single-screen cin-
ema owners point out that 
both films aim to cater to the 
widest possible audience and 
have the advantage of previous 
instalments releasing to box 
office success after the pan-
demic. Independent exhibitor 
Vishek Chauhan said that 
while Bhool Bhulaiyaa 2 made 
Rs 185.92 crore in 2022, 
Akshay Kumar-starrer Soory-
avanshi earned Rs 196 crore in 
2021, right after the lockdown.

Considering that in the past 
few years Diwalis have barely 
performed as expected, there 
was no urgency for the films to 
release for the festive weekend 
and could have easily been 
spaced out. 

“A certain amount of canni-
balisation is possible as many 
viewers might decide to watch 
one of the two films and give 
the other a miss. But we’re still 
expecting this to be the biggest 
weekend of the year,” said 
Amit Sharma, managing 
director of Miraj Entertain-
ment, a company operating 
multiplex theatres.

Ashish Saksena, chief oper-

ating officer, cinemas, Book-
MyShow said the Diwali week-
ends are typically a major con-
tributor to the festive quarter's 
revenues and this time could 
set benchmarks in earnings as 
well as footfalls. “With single 
screens and multiplexes gear-
ing up to meet the demand, it 
is poised to be one of the high-
est-grossing weekends. Diver-
sity in film genres and target 
demographics ensure appeal 
to a broad base of moviegoers. 

With Diwali cele-
brations stretch-
ing for two days, 
we should avoid 
looking for open-
ing-day trends 
since it would be 
influenced by the 
region-wise fes-
tivities,” he said.

Trade experts 
said  Singham Again may open 
with collections of ₹40- 45 
crore on day 1  with a weekend 
total of about ₹120 crore. Bhool 
Bhulaiyaa 3 (starring Kartik 
Aaryan, Vidya Balan and Mad-
huri Dixit) is also projected to 
open strong, with day-one col-
lections of ₹30-35 crore and a 
weekend total of ₹85-90 crore.

Diwali weekends have tradi-
tionally been a peak period for 
theatres, with families coming 
in to celebrate, spending time 
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M ovie theatres across 
India are betting on 
the upcoming Diwali 

weekend to bolster business 
after a long dry spell at the box 
office since the release of hor-
ror comedy Stree 2 in August.

Two big Bollywood flicks—
Bhool Bhulaiyaa 3 and Sing-
ham Again—come with the 
benefit of established fran-
chises and recall value, making 
anticipation strong enough for 
the festive weekend to emerge 
as one of the biggest in the past 
20 years. Together, they are 
estimated to ring in ₹70-80 
crore on day one (1 November), 
the day after Diwali, and gross-
ing ₹200 crore over weekend.

The fear is that competition 
for screens and showtimes will 
be hurting long-term returns 
for both films.. “This weekend 
is shaping up to be one of the 
most exciting. There is signifi-
cant anticipation surrounding 
both films and the festive tim-
ing is likely boost their box-of-
fice potential,” said Devang 
Sampat, manag-
ing director, 
Cinepolis India.

In the north, 
the Ajay Devgn, 
Kareena Kapoor 
and Deepika Pad-
ukone starrer is 
just ahead among 
audiences owing 
to its mass appeal 
and a strong fan base built by 
Rohit Shetty's franchise with 
hits like Simmba and Sooryav-
anshi. BB3 enjoys high recall 
value, given its blend of com-
edy and horror, making it a 
family-friendly option for the 
festive period, Sampat added.

In south, films like Amaran 
(Tamil), Bagheera (Kannada), 
with Tamil, Telugu, and Hindi 
versions) will be released on 
Diwali.  Lucky Bashar will also 
vie for attention with Singham

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S erum Institute of India CEO 
Adar Poonawalla’s decision to 
buy a 50% stake in Karan 
Johar’s Dharma Productions 
and Dharmatic Entertain-

ment for ₹1,000 crore could prompt 
non-film conglomerates to invest in 
movie production houses at a time 
when they are struggling with dwin-
dling revenues from theatrical, satellite 
and digital sales, industry experts said.

Such investments may help inde-
pendent production houses rich with 
IP (intellectual property) to scale up, 
re-energising an industry contending 
with stagnant revenues for the past few 
years when even Hollywood studios 
have slowed their investments in the 
country. Finding non-film investors 
from within the country is one solution 
to the crisis in this market, which has 
frequently been seen as unpredictable 
and unsafe, they said.

“It’s important for external capital to 
flow into the industry for the health of 
the production sector. It’s not like inde-
pendent producers cannot survive 
without it but that is the only way to 
ensure the film business scales up,” said 
a senior official at a film studio, declin-
ing to be named.

According to the Ficci-EY media 
and entertainment report 2024, 
the film entertainment sector in 
India grew to ₹19,700 crore in 2023 
from ₹17,200 crore in 2022 and 
₹9,300 crore in 2021. Instances of 
Paramount Global quitting India, 
after selling its entire stake in Via-
com18 to Mukesh Ambani’s Reliance 
Industries, or Walt Disney pulling the 
plug on local film production anyway 
prove global entertainment firms are 
refraining from active investment, the 
official cited earlier added.

Furthermore, producers are strug-

gling with a sizeable deficit in cash flow 
over the past few months, as is evident 
from the lack of releases in cinemas for 
several weeks, leading to a loss of busi-
ness of approximately ₹1,000 crore. 

That said, while fresh investments 
would mean the ability to make new 

content easily, the past several years 
have revealed the need for price cor-
rection of star fees and other expenses.

Deals such as the Poonawalla-Johar 
tie-up are likely to be the future of the 
film businesses, wherein despite vola-
tility and dwindling revenues from the-

atrical, satellite and digital revenues, it 
can often throw up a few surprise suc-
cesses. Recent hits, including the likes 
of Stree 2 and Gadar 2 which have far 
surpassed the expectations are proof, 
said entertainment industry experts.

“There is an increase in non-film 

entities looking at the media and enter-
tainment industry for investments. 
While it is still being seen largely within 
the alternative investment space and 
there is still cautious treading consider-
ing the industry's past financial history 
and funders, it allows investors to 

diversify their portfolio and be a part of 
the rapidly growing content consump-
tion story in India,” said Anushka Shah, 
founder and CEO, Civic Studios.

Film production houses face challen-
ges in raising funds due to the high risk 
and unpredictable return. Upfront costs 

and fluctuating box-office revenues 
make traditional financiers hesitant. 
Besides, competition for investment 
is fierce, and shifting audience pref-
erences, along with digital disrup-
tions, make it harder for small pro-
duction houses to commit to steady 
year-on-year growth, Shah added.

Amrita Pandey, CEO, Junglee 
Pictures, said non-film firms entering 
the sector is not new, but it is always a 
positive sign when enterprising, 
visionary businesses diversify into a 
dynamic industry like film.
